ENTRIES: Opening Date is July 16th, 2008 (Postmark Date) Entries must be mailed
(no hand deliveries) and a clear, legible postmark must be on each envelope. Entries
POSTMARKED before 7/16/08 will be held until DAY 1 & DAY 2 entries have been
processed. Illegible postmarks will be considered as early entries.
FEO ENTRIES: Entries “For Exhibition Only” will not be allowed.
JUNIOR HANDLERS: A special price of $6.50 per class (no package price) will be
offered to Junior Handlers (age 15 years and younger). Jr handlers will run and be
scored/placed with all other handlers in their class and jump height. Collars and
leashes are NOT permitted. All ring equipment will be standard trial specification.
CLOSING DATE: Entries must be received by 6 PM Wednesday, August 27, 2008.
No entries may be accepted, changed, altered or withdrawn after the closing date
except as noted in the Letter to Competitors.
WORKERS’ PREFERENCE: With permission of CPE, priority for a limited number of
available spots will be given to exhibitors who volunteer to work.
RANDOM ENTRY DRAW: Only in the event that the opening day postmark entries
exceed the maximum entry limits, a random draw of entries with the opening day
postmark will be conducted on or about July 28th. All entries received in the same
envelope will be kept together and treated as a single entry for a draw unless they
are a mixture of worker and non-worker entries. In this case, the worker entries will
be considered as one preferred entry and the non-worker entries will be drawn as
one regular entry.
WAITING LIST: In the situation that entry limits are filled, a waiting list of additional
entries will be posted on the CATS’ website. Competitors can view the wait list order
and may notify the Trial Secretary if they wish to be removed and have the entry fee
check destroyed. Confirmations will be emailed as entries are received (unless a
draw is required) and an early confirmation list of entries will also be posted on the
site.
MOVE-UP DEADLINE: Monday, September 8, 2008 at Noon, which must be
received in writing. Contact Nancy Obara at (413)783-8882 or by e-mail to
ray.wheeler@the-spa.com. The notice of the move-up must identify dog, handler,
dog’s CPE number, current classes and levels entered, and what classes need to be
moved up one level.

MOVE-UPS FROM SATURDAY TO SUNDAY: Written requests for Sunday
moveups must be submitted to the Trial Secretary no later than the end of the last
class on Saturday (see required moveup information above). No “day of” move-ups
accepted.
THERE SHALL BE NO REFUNDS for entries withdrawn after the closing date, or in
the event that a dog is absent, disqualified, or dismissed from the competition for any
reason. A dog or handler which suffers an injury and/or illness or bitches that come
into season after the closing date may be eligible for a refund up to 75% of their total
entry fee. Requests for said refunds must be received in writing by the Test
Secretary by the completion of the event on Sunday, September 14th. Please
include documentation from your veterinarian or physician verifying the illness or
injury. In addition, no entry will be refunded if the test cannot open or be completed
by reason of riots, civil disturbances, fire, an act of God, public emergency, act of a
public enemy, strike or any other cause beyond the control of the event organizers.
FOREIGN COMPETITORS: Fees may be submitted in United States Funds via
international postal money order, business check or personal check, written on a
United States bank account. If the check is written on a Canadian bank NOT payable
through a U.S. bank, please include a $6 fee with your entries.
BAD CHECK POLICY: Any person who writes a check for “insufficient funds” and/or
otherwise a “bad check” will not be allowed to participate in this event or any future
CATS event until such time that CATS is reimbursed in cash, money order or
cashier’s check for the full amount of said “bad” check plus any and all amounts
charged to CATS by CATS’ bank and a $25 returned check charge. In the case,
where a “bad check” is not known by CATS at the time of the event, the competitor
will be notified by mail to provide complete settlement of the amounts owed, along
with any delayed payment fees charged by CATS. If the settlement is not made
within thirty (30) days from the date the notice is mailed, CATS will notify CPE.
ENTRIES: The first attempt at resolving an issue on an entry form will be made by
email. If no response is received by the competitor within a reasonable amount of
time, the Trial Secretary will telephone. Please include a phone number and an e-
mail address on your entry form. Please be sure that the Trial Secretary’s email
address is whitelisted with your internet provider! If you have questions about how to
do that, please contact your internet service provider(s).
DISCIPLINARY ISSUES: It is expressly understood that competitors alone are
responsible for the behavior of their dogs, family and guests. Any competitor whose
dog(s), family or guests create unnecessary disturbances or engage in unsafe or
disruptive behavior may, at the discretion of the Organizing Committee be asked to
leave the show site. Entry fees will not be refunded. The CATS Event Committee
will review disciplinary problems in accordance with CPE Rules and Regulations.
VACCINATIONS: CATS recommends that all competitors follow their veterinarian’s
recommendations to assure that their dogs are free of internal and external
parasites, any communicable diseases and have appropriate vaccinations. We also
suggest that all competitors travel with proof of vaccinations, especially those for
rabies.
PRIZES AND AWARDS: Ribbons will be awarded for 1-4th placements in each jump
height and class. Ribbons will be awarded for Qualifying scores. New title rosettes
will also be awarded for dogs completing a new major level title, i.e.: CL-2, CL-3.
(Dogs need all legs per level to get a title ribbon).



LETTER TO COMPETITORS
WORKER FOOD: Drinks and light snacks will be available for workers under the
club tent. For handlers that work two or more classes, a lunch voucher will be
provided.
FOOD VENDOR: Greyhound Rescue, a great food vendor and also a great canine
rescue organization, will be on site both days. Please help support their cause.
Lunch vouchers for workers will be redeemed by Greyhound Rescue.
BUFFER ZONES: Buffer zones will be established around the ring and will be
marked with yellow poly lines. This is to provide the best competition environment in
the rings for the dogs and handlers. Please leave these lines in place and no tents
are to be set up in the buffer zones. There will be no food, drinks, treats, toys,
training, or clicker use in the buffer zones.
WORKER RAFFLE: There will be a great worker gift raffle. Make sure you check in
with the Ring Managers and receive your tickets. Names will be drawn toward the
end of the afternoon so listen for the announcements.
COMPETITOR SET UP: Competitors may set up anytime after 2PM on Friday.
There is adequate shade along the tree line and plenty of room on the field for shade
tents. Tents may remain on the field overnight but there is NO overnight camping on
the agility field. Water and wading pools will be available at the show site. Motor
vehicles will NOT be allowed on the agility field. Two Loading/Unloading Zones
will be designated and marked. Please respect your fellow competitors and do not
abuse the Loading/Unloading Zones. Buffer zones will be established around each
of the agility rings and will be marked with yellow poly lines. Please leave these lines
in place and no tents are to be set up in the buffer zones. There will be a walkway
set between Rings Two and Three (if a third ring is set up for a charity game) that will
also function as the buffer zone. The same rules will apply to this walkway.
CLEAN UP: Cleaning up after yourself and your dog(s) at the show site and at the
motels is a must. The Event Committee may dismiss competitors that fail to clean
up after their dogs. CATS’ members are sponsoring a Poop Raffle on each day of
the event. The raffle tickets will be available under the CATS “trial admin” tent.
LEASH RULE: The site requires that ALL DOGS be on a leash except when using
the warm-up jumps or while in the ring. There are no exceptions to this requirement.
WARM UP AREAS: Several warm-up areas, each with a single practice jump and a
set of weave poles, will be provided for competitors. No other obstacles may be set
up at the show site for the purpose of training or warm-up.
NO GLASS CONTAINERS ARE ALLOWED IN THE PARK (This is a rule of the
Keene Parks and Recreation Department).

SCHEDULE OF EVENTS - TENTATIVE

EARLY CHECK-IN: Early check-in will be provided on Friday evening from 5:00 to
6:00 PM at the trial site for those dogs NOT requiring measurement. You MUST
present your CPE height card at check-in.
SATURDAY/SUNDAY REGISTRATION & MEASURING: Check-in and measuring
will be from 6:45 to 7:30 AM on Saturday and from 7:00 to 7:15 on Sunday. Only
dogs not present on Saturday will be measured on Sunday. THERE WILL BE NO
MEASURING OF DOGS AFTER THE OPENING CERMONY BEGINS – ALL DOGS
WITHOUT A PERMANENT CARD MUST BE MEASURED BEFORE THE OPENING
TO SHOW THAT DAY – THERE WILL BE NO EXCEPTIONS!!
OPENING CEREMONY / GENERAL BRIEFING: Saturday there will be an opening
ceremony and general event briefing at 7:30.

As per CPE Regulations: “A general exhibitors' briefing (will/may) be given following
measuring and check-in, prior to the first "class" briefing. Exhibitors not attending the
general briefing will still be subject to the terms and conditions set forth in such a
briefing. Neither the judge(s) nor the host club are required to provide details of the
general briefing once it has been given.”
BRIEFINGS: On Saturday, the first Briefing and Walk-through start immediately
after the opening ceremony/general briefing and no later than 7:45. On Sunday, the
judges briefing will start at 7:15 and will be followed by the first walkthrough.
FIRST DOG ON THE LINE!! Judging will begin PROMPTLY at 8:00 on Saturday
and at 7:30 on Sunday
RING CONFLICTS: In the case of ring conflicts you must notify the Gate Stewards
of both rings before your run is scheduled. All conflicts communicated will be
resolved and competitors will be accommodated. Failure to notify the gate stewards
of a conflict in advance may result in a missed run without a chance of rescheduling.
WALKTHROUGHS / BRIEFINGS: Some classes may be split up into smaller groups
for briefs and walkthroughs to reduce the number of people in the ring for each
walkthrough. The event schedule will be posted and planned briefs and
walkthroughs will be shown on the schedule and announced. Please respect your
fellow competitors by walking with your appropriate group.

Classes (except for the first
class in each ring on both days) could start earlier or later than estimated. It is the
responsibility of each competitor to be aware of schedule changes and to be “at the
gate” for your class. Any changes known in advance will be in the General
Information Letter sent with the Final Confirmation of Entry.



DIRECTIONS TO THE TEST SITE

The entrance to Wheelock Park is on Park Avenue in Keene, NH.
From the East (Concord, NH):
* Route 91 to Route 89, then Route 9 west toward Keene.
* Continue on Route 9 past the intersection with Route 12.
* Take next right at West Street exit, turn right onto West Street.
From the East (Manchester, NH):
* Route 93 to Route 101 West toward Keene.
* Continue straight at Rte 12 intersection in Keene (by Tire Warehouse).
* Turn right at second light (onto Rte 9/10/12).
* Take next right at West Street exit, turn left onto West Street.
From the East/South (Boston):
* Rte 2 to Rte 140 north (Gardner, MA), continue onto Route 12 north.
* Turn left at Routes 12/101 intersection in Keene (by Tire Warehouse).
* Turn right at second light (still on Route 12).
* Take next right at West Street exit, turn left onto West Street.
From the West (NY, VT):
* Rte 9 East to Rte 91 North.
* Rte 91 to exit 3 (Brattleboro, VT) - Route 9 East to Keene.
* Turn left at light after state police barracks as you enter Keene.
* Take West Street exit, turn left onto West Street.
Then - Take the “West Street – Keene” exit off Routes 9/12/10. There are also
brown signs at the exit for Wheelock Park. Follow the signs onto West Street
toward the park. Follow Park Avenue to the right when West Street veers off to
the left. The entrance to the park is on the right just after the flashing yellow light
and immediately after Plotkins Furniture.

VENDORS

VENDORS are welcome with certain provisions and preregistration. Vendors will be
requested to pay a vendor registration fee of $25.00 or an equivalent donation of a
product/service.

CAMPING

WHEELOCK PARK CAMPGROUND (operated by the City of Keene) will be open for
this event. Camp sites for both RVs and tents are available at the Wheelock Park
Campground for a fee and with prior reservation. The campground is inside the park and
a short distance from the agility field. Hook-ups, showers and a dump station are
available. Additional information is available at
www.ci.keene.nh.us/parks/wheelockparkcampground.htm. To make a reservation please
contact the Campground at (603) 357-9832. DO NOT send campground reservations or
fees to CATS.

LIMITED RV parking is available at the trial site (behind the tree line on the gravel
lot) for a fee of $10 per night. Tenters and any others staying overnight on the show
grounds MUST pay the $10 fee. There are NO hookups, showers or dumping station for
those NOT staying in the Wheelock Park Campground. No liquids, including gray water
may be discharged on the ground at any time. ALL RVs parking in this area and others
staying overnight on the show grounds but NOT in the Park Campground must be pre-
registered with CATS. Reservations MUST be made in advance by sending a separate
check made out to the City of Keene, NH in the correct amount along with your Trial Entry
Form. Upon arrival at the show site all RV’s must stop and check-in (there will be a large
sign) with a CATS member BEFORE proceeding to the parking area. Check-in for RV’s
will be open at 2PM on Friday. All RV parking reservations and overnight fees are non-
refundable. All RV parking fees and overnight fees will be used for improvements at
Wheelock Park.

PLEASE READ BEFORE FILLING OUT YOUR ENTRY FORM

Effective February 1, 2007 – Directions on entering CPE trials

Each dog must be entered in ONE of the following four height categories for a trial (a trial
may be one day or two or more consecutive days):

Regular – the dog will run at its P-card height or higher in the regular level classes.

Veterans – the dog will run at 4” lower than its P-card height, and will run in the
regular level classes. The armband number will have a “V” after the number.
Veterans will continue to place with their regular P-card height peers in the regular
class results postings.
A veteran dog is one of the following:

 Any dog 6 years or older the day of the trial.
 Any breed exception (see www.k9cpe.com rules page for a list of breeds),

3 years or older the day of the trial.
 Any dog that measures over 24” at any age over 15 months.

Enthusiast – the dog will run at 4” lower than its P-card height (any age over 15
months), and will run in the Enthusiast level classes. The armband number will have
a “T” after the number. Will place separately from the other height categories.

Specialist – the dog will run at 8” lower than its P-card height (any age over 15
months), and will run in the Specialist level classes. The armband number will have
an “S” after the number. Will place separately from the other height categories.

P-card: Permanent Cards. The P-card shows the lowest allowable height a dog may
jump in the regular height category. A dog may jump higher than its P-card height in the
regular height category only.

ANY dog without a P-card MUST be measured (including 24” dogs). ANY dog that has
turned 2 years old since its last measure MUST be measured.

If you have a P-card for 8” and your dog’s actual measurement is 8” or less, have your
dog remeasured at the next show for the regular 4” jump height.
If the premium requests you send a copy of your P-card with your entry, PLEASE DO SO! The club
may be using their own trial secretary program, not CPE’s, and MUST have your CPE card to ensure
your legs are credited to the verified CPE ID Number.

Just starting in CPE? Changing jump height categories? Which level to enter:
When a dog first begins showing in CPE, the handler must decide what level to begin at:
Level 1, 2, or 3 in Regular, Enthusiast or Specialist. No dog is allowed to begin higher than
level 3.
NOTE: If a dog is entered in one height category at a higher level, and the handler moves the
dog to another height category, the dog may begin that height category at a different level.
EX: dog is entered in Regular level 3, earns a Q, handler wishes to move to Specialist, the
dog is again allowed to begin at level 1, 2, or 3.

Once a dog shows in a specific level within a height category in CPE, the dog cannot be
moved to the next higher level for a respective class within that height category, until the
requirements have been met for that class. If a dog does NOT receive a Q, at the next show,
the handler may choose to restart within that height category at a lower level.

Level 1 – Standard has no teeter or weaves. All games must have teeter and weaves
optional if within the design. Games: levels 1 & 2 are always combined. ANY dog
AND/OR handler MAY begin in level 1 regardless of training or other agility venue
experience.

Level 2 – Standard will have the teeter and weaves. ANY dog AND/OR handler MAY begin
in level 2 regardless of training or other agility venue experience.

Level 3 – Games are often combined with the higher levels: level 3 will always receive
more time in the faultable classes and is required to obtain fewer points in the point
classes. Dogs beginning in CPE level 3 should have other venue trial experience or have
earned other agility venue titles.

Levels 4, 5, C – no dog may begin showing in CPE at these levels. For a dog to enter
Levels 4, 5 or C in any class, the dog must have completed the previous level’s
requirements for that class.

There are tracking forms on the forms page of the website. It is the handler’s responsibility to
keep track of records obtained at the shows. If a leg is missing for any reason, the handler must
supply CPE with the details for research. If the details are not known, CPE cannot research
the leg.

General CPE rules for entries/show site:
 Dogs must be at least 15 months or older the first day of the trial
 Blind (both eyes), lame, in season or aggressive dogs may not enter the show. The Club

may choose to exclude any of the above from the show site.
 Dogs must be registered with CPE prior to the closing date of the trial, or by the trial date

for Day Of Show entries. Registration forms are on the Forms page: www.k9cpe.com.
Forms MUST be mailed to CPE and are processed 2-3 times per week. CPE ID numbers
are emailed to legible email addresses. Forms cannot be emailed or faxed.

 Dogs run without collars.
 Electronic shock collars are not allowed at ANY CPE trial – training or bark.
 Food, toys, training devices (includes fanny packs and leash attachments) are not allowed

within 10’ feet of the ring. Clickers, training whistles and squeaky toys are not to be used
within distraction distance of the ring.

 Handlers in all classes are permitted to walk the course, without a dog, prior to the start of
the class. A warm-up jump shall be provided for all entered dogs. Exhibitors may not use
the warm-up area to relieve their dogs.
